PH to host Global launch of the International Peace Movement: Not by Force but by 
Art 
MANILA, April 20 (PIA)--The Philippines has the distinct honor to host the Global Launch of 
the International Peace Movement: Not by Force but by Art under the patronage of the 
United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) patronage on 
May 20-23, 2018. 

The launch coincides with the twin observance of UNESCO World Day for Cultural and 
Biological Diversity for Dialogue and Development on May 21-22 ushering in the limited 
nations Arts Education Week.
